On the A21 (Pamplona-Jaca), we will turn off at Sigles (Roncal Valley) onto the A137, after passing the Yesa
reservoir. We will continue straight on towards Roncal. When we pass Navarra the road becomes the Nal37.

We will continue towards Isaba and then towards France and the Belagua pass.

We continue along the road towards the pass, after the second sharp bend (right) we have the detour to the left to
the Venta de Juan Pito. We park the return car at the Venta de Juan Pito.

With the access car we continue 3 kms towards the pass, past the Mirador de Belgua we have parking on the left
next to the GR.
