Hydrology:

Access: (machine translated)
On the N121-a between Pamplona and Irún.
Next to the Belate pass, going down towards Santesteban, we will arrive at Almandoz. If we go uphill, we will leave 
through Berroeta.
In both cases we will go to the regatta of Marin, by the orographic right there is a track that gets us to the 
hydroelectric plant. Here we park the car to return.
If we have access car we will go up towards the port (NA1210) until almost the pk 9, a few meters before we have 
a track on the left (we will have to check that we can pass) that goes up above the forest to the watershed, shortly 
after passing to the other side, we will find a place to park.
