Also known as Bco Pouets Superior, it is a short canyon, in the Montsant's mountains, with beautiful overhangs 
and very short access/returns.
Hydrology:

Access: (machine translated)
We have to be located in Escaladei, in the Montsant mountain range.
Leaving Reus on the N420 and turn right onto the C242 to Alforja. We will continue along this road until p.k. 48.7 
(Venta de Pubill) where we turn left onto the T702 to Poboleda.
After 11kms turn right to Escaladei and Cartoixa d'Escaladei. We will go up to the monastery and continue along 
the track that goes up to the cingles. We will reach a fork and we go left following the GR, at a given moment the 
track turns north, we find some fields and a sharp turn of the track to the south, we will be in the Mas de Forçans.

Approach: (machine translated)
We leave by the path of the climbers towards the Grau de l'Enderrocada, we will cross the ravine under the 
cuttings / boulder of the last rappel. We will follow the trail to a dry trunk and a cairn from where we will begin to 
descend.
Tour: (machine translated)
Simple, several rappels that bring us closer to the vertical of 30, in which the second part is dry.
After this rappel we could do two more rappels but it is more dressed.
Return: (machine translated)
We will take the access path.
