We will continue along the track zigzagging uphill to the top, the area of Jarillas where we will park the access car.

By the path that takes us to the beginning of section II, we will cross the river and continue along the slope 
opposite, we will go up the left orographic following the remains of trails that lead us almost to the area of Jarillas, 
when the rise softens we enter the riverbed.
